This letter shall serve as formal Notice of Intent to File Complaint with the Federal Trade Commission due to your blatant disregard of the law.

As indicated by the attached copies of letters and mailing receipts, you have been delivered by certified mail both a dispute letter and a follow-up letter.  As of this date, you have not performed your duty as mandated under the law.  Your inaction in this matter is unlawful and I intend to hold you accountable.

As you are well aware, Federal law requires that you respond within thirty days.  You have failed to respond.  Failures to comply with these Federal regulations by consumer reporting agencies are investigated by the Federal Trade Commission (see 15 USC 41, et seq.).  I am maintaining a careful record of my communications with you on this matter for the purpose of filing a compliant with the FTC should you continue in your non-compliance.  I further remind you that, as in Wenger v. Trans Union Corp., No. 95-6445 (C.D. Cal. 1995), you may be liable for your willful non-compliance.

Under Federal law, you had thirty days to complete your investigation.  Since you had thirty days and no longer, you must now delete the disputed information immediately and provide me with a corrected profile.  You are further directed to supply a corrected credit profile to all creditors who have received a copy within the last six months, or the last two years for employment purposes.
